Prayer Focus Events—These are 
weekly inter-church prayer gatherings to 
pray for the nations and major religious 
blocs (e.g. Muslims, Buddhists, Hindus) 

that most Unreached People Groups 
(UPGs) belong to.

Help organize creative ways to 
do these corporate prayer gatherings 
and intercede with us as well.

*Short-term (1-2 weeks)



Cross-Cultural Ministries

OPPORTUNITY TO SERVE

Business As Mission—A creative yet very intentional strategy for 
mission where Christians use what they are passionate about (e.g. 

food, any sport, art, environment etc.) to start a simple business as a 
platform to intentionally and naturally build relationships with people 
in the community for Christ, employ Filipino believers to help do the 

evangelism and follow ups and strengthen local churches.

*Long-term (2-4 years or more)

Examples: Start a cooking school that also does a feeding ministry, 
or a pickle ball facility as a fun way to create community, or an art 
studio that does regular workshops to connect with people, or a trash 

recycling facility for community development, a medical clinic for 
paid services most days during the week and medical mission once a 

week etc.



OPPORTUNITY TO SERVE

Vision Trip—Come and see what God is doing through 
the BCCL ministries in the Philippines.  Discover your 

God-given role in missions (are you a Goer? An 
Intercessor?  A Sender? A Giver? A Mobilizer?).

*Short-term (1-2 weeks)

Participate in and observe some of the ministries 
mentioned above as your mission exposure trip.  Pray 
onsite for the people and the ministries.  Encourage 

the Christian workers that you meet.
